For example, students should mark the chosen sections as
follows (for 5 ECTS credits):

“Stam & Miller: Film and Theory, sections 1V, 1X, XI, XII”. When completing an exam on Stam and Miller, students
must mark the chosen sections on the exam envelope. (Mentioning “sections of Stam & Miller” is not enough. If
sections are not individually specified, it will not be possible to design appropriate questions for the exam.)
